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• Significant investment in water and wastewater infrastructure is needed – close to $30 billion, according to estimates. 

• The responsibility falls almost solely to local governments, who get just 8 percent of their water and sewer needs met 

by outside funding, yet provide service to 89 percent of the state’s population. 

• Many of those same local governments are dealing with population loss in recent decades, reducing revenue and 

lessening their capacity to meet those infrastructure needs.
